4. CAMP FIRES: Due to location burning
conditions, small campfires are allowed only at the
discretion of Park employees.

5. CAMPSITE CLEANLINESS: Trashcans are provided
at entrance to RV Park. Please keep your site
clean.

6. ABSOLUTELY NO CLEANING OF FISH OR GAME IN
RESTROOMS!!! !!!

7. ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES: Alcoholic beverages are
permitted at your campsite. Public drunkenness or
loud, disruptive behavior will result in arrest and
removal from Park.

8. Removal of dirt, limbs, vegetation and
wildlife is prohibited, forbidden and against the
law.

9. STREAM FISHING comes under the regulations of
the Missouri Department of Conservation. A
Missouri fishing license as well as a Trout Stamp
is required and available through local vendors.

10. RESTROOMS: Clean restrooms & showers are
provided for campers and their guests ONLY. Please
leave restrooms clean for other campers. Please
report any problems with the restroom & shower
facilities to the Park employees. If they are not
available, please call Waynesville City Hall at
774-6171.
